Calling men of both groups at the same time would
even out this cost, and spread i more equitably over the whole period.

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CANADA AT WAR:
National Registration

Edliorial A]llpﬂi{n[ July Z4th, 15940, In
“Dior Nofdweslen” Published in
Winnipey.

The reglstration of all Canadians 13
g timely and right action on the part
of the Dominlon Government Under
the dynamic guidance of the newly ap-
pointed M.nister of War Services, the
Honourable James G. Goardiner, the
task Is likely to be completed with
speed and efficiency. While the pri-
mary object is not to draft men into
military service, it will pscertain in a
very thorcugh manner who is [fitted
for such and who is not; and It will
also! reveal what contributions Cann-
dians as indlviduals can make to the
War that Canada, together with the
Empire and -its other Dominions, Is
waging against the t(yrannical forces
of Hitler' and Mussolini, ‘now seeking
o destroy every shred of liberty and
freedom enjoyed by the frée democ-
racles of the World. This National
Registration is compulsory and any
dvasion 15 punishahble by severe pen-
alty. But even i that were not the
case, we believeg our people of all ra-
ces would comply with it readily. In
doing this, however, let no one delude
himself with the thought that his re-
aponsibilities are over. As far as Wwe
In this country are concerned, they are
only commencing for all of us.

The views expressed by Der Nord-
westen from weék Lo week do not ex-
aggerate the seriousness of the situ-
ation that confronts us. We belleve
our readers understand that, for our
attitude has been generally commen-
ded.

It would be much more pleasant If
we could say that we are safe on this
side of the Atlantic from the terror
which is, day and night, sweeplng over
the British Isles. But we are not —
and though we should escape the phy-
sical dangers, what would it profit us,
if we were to be subjugated Instead?

We are keenly appreciative of the
difficulties that the tragedy forced
upon us, brings to loyal German Can-
adians. Many of them stll have close
tiek of kinship with their Fatherland
and the fentiments which arise from
that f[act are not readily erradicated
nor shouud they be under less danger-
ous circumstances. Thus, however, L
thie day of stern realism. All  those
who love Canada must put Canada
first, and must act with all the force
uof which they are capable, remember-
ing tha: the war Is not Canada’s cre-
ation, not of Britmin's creation, but
was conceived and piotted n the
Chancelleries of Germany and Italy,
with the dominating object of crushing
all nat:cns that would not bow the
knee to the Diciator’s views of clvill-
This s the challenge which
Britain and her Dominions with thelr
own ab-olute power of sell-govern-
ment) accepted. Thus s the War
which, with Canada’s help in  man
pawer supplies and undaunted cour-
age, must be won, and will be won if
all tha* is worth living for is not 1o
vanish from this land which we cheer~
fully accepl as our home. ,

As A newspaper now serving lis nat-
ionality throughout the Dominlon ov-
er hall a century, we feel that there
should be no misunderstanding among
our people. If there are any newspa-
pers printed ln theé German language
i Canada that are not deallng with
the drastic realities of the War., and
that unequivocally, they are
Ing a disservice not only o this
country. but to the vast majority of
the German people whose loyalty o
Canadian Instituttons s not now, and
never was, ln question.

“¥YILLAGE OF THE BLIND" AT

In some f the facturlsg of The
Canadian M tlonal Instituie fSor the
Blind, therv are blind worcml en-
gagad on t.: production of roalerials
needed In t'e war, and in some of the
soldiers ca'nps, there are blind men
working in refreshment stands. There
are blind women knitting socks, scar-
ves, helmets and swealers for the use
of soldiers and sallors on active szers
vice. The blind men d women are
deoing what they can ald the war
effort, but, of course. nol all blnd
workers can bpe employed on  war
work, and there are many unable to
work, who war or no war, must lUve
and must be supplled with the services
which make life tolerable lor them.

For many years the exhibit of The
Canadlan ‘National Institute for the
Blind has been one of the most inter-
esting features at the Canadian Nat-
ional Exhibitlion. This year., when
the manngement of the greal naltional
show deciaed that Lhe fair could be
held as usual, The Canadian National
Institute for the Blind was nolified
that the usual space in the Engineer-
ing Building had been allotted to L
S0, when the CNE. opens lls gales
on August 23 the east end of the En-
gineering Bullding will once more be
occupied by Lthe displays and demon-
strations which the pubic have found
s0 [ascinating ln former years.

It Is the aim of the Institute o
present to the public as comprehen-
sivé a piciure of all the activities of
hlind people as {t s possible to por-
tray by working demonstirations and
displays .of manufactured articles,
Visitors to the "Vilage of the Blind*
at the C.N B will have an opportunity
to see blind men and women employed
in the making of brooms., baskels,
mops, aprons, dresses, mals and all
the products which bear the name
"Blindoraft.” There will be a dia-
play of Brallle books and Talking
Book Machines and Brallle writing.:

raphers will demonstrate thelr sikill
and some blind workers who are +m-
ployed in ordinary Industrial plants
will operate the machines at which
they earn thelr Uving.

At all times durlng the progress of
the CN.E. membera of the staff of The
Canadian National Institute for the
Blind will be on hand to give any In-
formation desired to interested wvisi-
tors. The CN.IB. exhibit |s unwsusl,
ting, educatiopnal; designed to
give the general public some ldea of
how greatly work for the biind has
progressed ln Cansda during the past
quartier ol a oentury: It s one of the

GEORGETOWN

We contlnue from our lsaue of two
weeks ago, Reminiscenoss of George-
town, by C. W. Young, a natlve son,
and written for this paper In 1930:—

A PICTURESBQUE FIGU’R_E

There comes
turesque figure of “Callforny Wilson™
Whetlier he was a natlve son, I can-
aot sav, but at any rate heé came 0
the village in all the effulgence of a

It s a far cry from. the old road
circus Lo ‘the gorgeous pageants that
have speclal trains of their own and
hit only the high spots. When one re-
mefnbers the apologles for roads, and
veritatle sloughs of despond and bol-
lomless lakes of mud which had w0 be
traversed, one wondera how they hao
the courage to tackle and overcoms
such obstacles. Being on the main
inighway through the province, George-
town was alivays a stopping place for
these travelling shows, and one dimly
remembers the stars of horse opera,
whose names were famous In the
world of tights and tinsel. Dan Riee,
Joe Peniland, Yankee Robertson, the
Stigkneys and ever 50 many more.
The “Oid Clown'—there Was only
Jne—was the leading atiyaction, es-
pecially as it was generally understood
tnat the clown owned the sow. The
boy: used to wonder that he allowed
himself to be chased around the by
the ring-master, who was always In
full evening dress and carried a long
whip. The clown's song was always
e Intest of popular dittles and it
didn't take long for the boys to leamn
it. Tnelr edvertising, though more
crude than the elaborate lthographs
inday was just as attractive to the less
sophisticated boys of the fiftles and
~ou~ed visions of delights to come.

bogged on the way. -~ There was a
motley gang of camp-followers, gam-
blers and confldence men who always
reaped rich gains.
