From Acton to Alliston

‘A serious blow te Acton's industrial
picture, was announcement last week
that Baxter Laboratories will move to
Alliston this year.

The announcement, issued by com-
pany vice president Ralph Falk from
Morton Grove, Ill., verified rumours
prevalent in Acton for some months
about the future of the Baxter plant.
