Whan
the Iruquois relurned to the gouthern section of Ontarno lo w
out every tribe, the Petun surmvivers from the north joined the
local hands and fled south to the Straits of Michimackinac

From here on, the fate of those Indians who inhabiteg
Halion s sketchy because they split up and travelled far and
wide. Same headed for Green Hay,  Wisconsin, amdd a Jesuit Mis-
gion was set up there. Same, in 1653, joined a2 hand of  Algon-
quins and winlered south ol Sault Ste Mane. A fujitive hand
of neutrals made an alliance with the Ottawas and went up the
£RIME roule, .

The Petuns and Ottawas arrives! near Bay beld, Wiesconsin,
and organired an expoedition against their Swoux neighboure
it the Sioux country was full of lakes and marshes and whil
3000 Soux surrounded the ivaders, only one man escapad.

Built Fort .

Those who staved behind on the rand returned to the lale of
Mackinaw, moved 1o the mainfand and built a fort and village
from which cxplorers Marqueite and Jolielte set oul to discover
the' Mississippi. b

Eventually, all these Indians became known as Wy andotles
and ended up 0 Kansas  In 1561 samie Petuns joined an alliancey
and in 142 all surviving Petuns were rounded up and settled in
Kangas reservations. .

Burned In Mid 1940 -
Where the local neutral Indians ended up, 13 hard to say,

All that remains of their varly days here in Hulton are the burned
out villaee siten destroyedd by the ravaging Iroquois. One camp

Our local Indians wene matnly _n;:rliculluul types — growing
corn, squash, natural fruits, and figshing and hunting o slay
aliva They used ‘the Lake Erle flint for arrowheads, knives,
scrapers, drills and spearheads, and their trading batween
developed many of the roads we drive along loday. They even
traded shells and wampum [rom the East Coust and traded shalls
with the Petuns and Hurons to the north in exchange for to .
These bapds also tradéd shells, tobacco and corn to-the Algos,
quins for medicine baygs and health polions. .

Their contributions to moillern civilization stil stand out
today. ‘There is the corn, and the rouds. Oyr system of govern.
ment is based .op the principle of the Iroguols confederation
which was sat up in the 15009 — 300 i‘ﬂll’i ago. Our women —.
33 were theirs — are free and equal in soclal llle. '
