"We either
hire and accept all theijr
recommendations or stop it
right now and don't hire
them,"

He ciaimed they are likely
to tell the town what they al-
ready know, and cited as an
example the housing of all
departments under one roof.
“We already know we're
short of space.” He said
council knows the weakest
areas. "'"We hire department
heads to tell us how to go
about these things, il they
can't do it they shouldn't be
depariment heads."

He claimed the study would
disrupt and worry stafl and
termed it a mistake.

Morris contended neither
counctl nor stalf can ‘gb- -
jectively look at themselves,
He said "“We don’t know what
we're doing wrong." He said
the efficiencf of council
should also be looked at. He
said he agreed if the consul-
tant is hired the town has to
follow the recommendations,
or it 15 a waste of money.

Bichn warned the study
wotld probably recommend
more staff, and predicted it
could be pigeon-holed after it
is completed. He suggested
three or four retired bank
managers or business men
might do the same thing for
iittle money.

Chairman Russ Miller said
he was concerned about the
probable cost, and said he
heard conlinual criticism on
the number of studies.
