machines during the four
year course offered by
the Canadian Memorial
Chiropractoc College in
Toronlo.

The controversy about
X-rays i5 not confined to
Ontario. A professor of
the Hoarvard Medical
School sounded the alerm
in the June issue of Lhe
New England Journal of
Medicine. He stated that
it's sometimes easier for
doclors {o order X-rays
than think. that radio-
logists take too many pic-
tures during X-roys of
the kidney, spine, heart
and skull; that follow-up
films for a healed duo-
denal ulcer are often un-
justilied:; that it is ludi-
crous for some hospitals
to take daily X-rays lo
follow the course of preu-
monia; that 38 per cent af
patients having routine
chest [ilms for admission
to hospital had alrendy
had one taken earlier
that year.

There were  other
problem areas. For in-
stance, S0 per cent of U.S,
technologists  did not
meet the standards of
their professional
society, and some 27 mil-
tion vrepeat X-rays had to
be taken because films
;.renl:i lil{:}ll.u:.{h»sz-r ml'? dark or
00 I. or the patient
had been positioned the
wrong way. He concluded
that poorly trained tech-
nictans were one of the
major problems in the
LL5. medical world.

In the midst ot the
present  controversy in
(ntario, the two radia-
tion experts who origin-
ally sounded the alarm
here issued a statement
urging the public not to
refuse any X-ray pre
scribed by a doctor, be-
cause by refusing such a
diagnostic examination
the patient runs a grealer
risk from failure to find
serious disense.

Accoridng to them, the
risk of getting cancer
from an abdominal X-ray
is cgual to that of
smoking 32 cigorettes.
They alse said that work
is well under way to
vorrecting the situation
through educatlopal pro-
grams for staff opernting

inspections in hospilals
throughout Ontario. with
equipment being e
odjusted where neces-
sary. In future, they
maintaio that groups ol
radiation experts will
have to be stationed in
hospitals and clinics
across the provinee to
ensure quality conlrol.

A physician writing a
column in a Torento
paper  suggests  that
patients should follow Lhe
same  approach  as
doctors, who never sub
mit to questionable lilms,
The key guestion to ask,
ke says, is “Would you
get X-rays, doctor, if you
had this problem?™

Obviously, any major
change in body [uncticen
Is couse for concern, al
though sometimes the
symploms have a com-
paratively simple ex-
planation. In many in-
stances, films are only
necessary if time and
moderatian fail to relicve
the situation.

Doctors tend to protect
their families {rom de-
fensive X-rays, It's been
estitnated thnt in the
United States about 30
per cenl of all X-rays are
done for fear of future
malpractice suits. Phy-
sicians want to use every
precaulion to gusranleg
that nothing has been
overiooked.

A member of a doctor’s
family is likely to hove a
sprained ankle stropped
up and forgel about an X-
rav. Similarly o doctor’s
child won't be subjected
to X-rays of the skull
unless there's been a
seriots  injury. ‘They
know that only one in
every thousand skuli
films done on children
ever shows a fraclure.

What about dental X-
rays? Maost physicians
sgree to full-mouth films
every few years., Then
selective ones at yearly
visits. However, Lthey
woutld doubtiess obiect (o
a complete series of X-
rays every six months or
even once a year.

The physician advises
“*Never urge your doctor
to take X-rays, or think
he's behind the times for
not recommending
them."™
