He sald club members agreed with
the concept of "‘user pay" which is what
recreation dicector Tom Shepard is
hﬂping to instail.

He said the club executlve woted
unanimously to approach the negot-
tations with an open mind and open
wallels,

They even sent a letter to couneil
voleing thelr approval.

That letter was used as an example
by Halton Hills Councli during last
week's meeting. It didn't phase the
Georgetown club.

"Of course,' sald Marks, "'50 per cent
of their fees is olmost twice as much as
ours. And besides, for our fees we will
receive o subsidy for a finished sur-

| face.”

The recreation department was firat
vying for a 75 per cent takeover, but
both clubs oppesed that arrangement.
Marks sald they would have a difficult
time as it is, spending the 50 per cent on
malntenance. A 75 per cent take could
not be justliied.

There are about 206-300 members in
the local club each year, sald Marks,
with ages ronging from elght to 80. The
fees for this year are $35 for family and
$20 for & couple. That means the town Is
gelting about $2,000 from Acton.

Waove geodbye

The lost revenue will mean lecal club
members can wave good-bye (o the
anticipated shelter.

“We have a long term plan,’” sald
Marks. ""The money would have gone to
the shelter and washroomas. But we will
virtually save nothing now. The posalb-
ility of a : helter is remote."

Muarks said right now the town fsa't
making promises either, although they

did soy they would help the club exe-
cutive rajse funds.

“"The lotteries are an idea,'” Marks
gaid, "but we would still need to raise
the other half, and that's impossible.

“The first priority is to get the courts
resurfaced.

“0f course last year we could have
had the courts resurfaced free, a3
Georgetown dld,” added Marka.

“Thelr timing is regretable.”

“We're not a private club,” continues
Maorks, “'We really are just a group of
organized publlec wishing to meke max-
imum use of the courts."

It doesn't help matters when you
remember Georgetown has already
had its shelter bulit.

“They were fortunate to save four or
five years for a shelter,” said Marka.
“We won't be able to save o cent.”

Paying twice

members pay again for use of public

courls, when they have already built it
from thelr muncipal taxes?
