Once the cleaning is
finished, there are two
alternatives.

Sometimes an under-
coal can be put on, ond
the item { in the kiln,
before it {s glozed.

Once the {tem is fired,
it is cnlled bisque, which
is much stronger thaon
before the flring. The
blsque can be palnted in
several different ways,
including stains.

The second alternative
is to spray it wilh a non-
fired sealer, simllar to
lacquer. This i3 only
done to ftems that are
not to be handled too
much.

Anything that water is
going into must be
glazed. All of the Watson
work is given a food safe
glaze.

If a decal or gold line
Is deslred, an extra fir-

Little "cones” control
the temperature. The
cones, about an inch
long, are “‘kiln sliters"
and placed right in the
kiln. When the kiln
rezches n cerlaln
temperalure, the cone
ben drops down o
small shaft to the on-off
ewitch, and triggers the
switch to turn it off.
Dilferent conés are used
for different tempera-
tures, ranglng from 1,300
lo 2,400 degrees [ahren-
helt.

Once the kiln has been
started, it cannot be
opened. In fact, even
ofter it hes shut off, us-
ually alter four-and-a-
half-hours of firlng, it
stiil cannot be opened for
two times the firing
Lime. If it I3 opened tco
goon, the pleces inslde
will crack with the
change of temperature.

“The hardest part ot

ceramies is walling to
apen that door,” Renee
Bays.

Nothing comes cheap
in the hobby of cera-

mics, not even the

ints. If a certain color

commonly used, then
Renee buys it in bulk. If
not, the expensive small
Jars are used. The molds
can cost vp to $300 new.
Sometimes they can be
bought second-hand,
greatly reducing costs,

In spite of the work
and costs  involved,
Rence, Mary and Jane,
and whatlever {riends
are absorbed In their
enthusiazsm at the time,
find the hobby reward-
ing, but challenging.

Ceramics (s not the
only hobby Renee fils
into -her busy- time
schedule, She is often
secn knilting for her
grandchjldren, - and
right now is workingon a’
quilt for a Knox
Presbyterian  Church
fund raising project.
