To further that aim, Robert
Meads, fire prevention officer with the
Halton Hilla Fire Department, organized a
public awareness seminar on safe healing
with wood al the John Ellioit Theatre on
Nov. 18, - - ! ;

Fire Chief Bili Cunningham revealesd that
October was the worst month [ three years
for fires in Halton Hills and that 21 per cent
of them were directly related Lo wood burn-
ing appliances, Besides the risk to life and
property, there Is the added risk of a
maximum flpe of §1,000 or one year in jail
for poor maintenance of these sppliances, '

Tony Ogborn of the Canadian Standards
Aasoclation; Doug Sargent, chief building
official of Halton Hills, and Robert Meads
offered informatlon on installation and
maintenance of wood stoves and fireplaces
which should be of ever increasing Import-~
ance as more and more people are turning
tc wood as an energy source and par-
ticularly to air-tight stoves to burn It. These
stoves which have only become popular in
the last len years, have exira hatards thet
fireplaces don't have.
