Halton Hills-Council passed a motion at
st weekt's meeting to support a resolution
for a nuclear freeze.

It called for the Town of Halton Hills (o
endorse Lhe Joint Declaration of Six Nations
which inciuded a proposal {or a mutual and
verifiable freeze on the production, testing,
and development of nuclear weapons and
their delivery systems by Lhe nuclear
welpon states.

The Declaration is a four<ontinent peace
initiatlve adopted In May by the govemn-
ments of Sweden, Greece, Indla, Mexico,
Tanzania, and Argentina. The Torento City
Council, July 16, endorsed the proposal after
a letter was written to Mayor Art Egglelon
by Jim Stark, an antinuclear activist and
presldent of Ottawa-based Operation Dis-
mantle, asking for the Council’s suppaort.

After the successful Toronto vole, Stark
wrole a letier to the town of Halton Hills to
gain its support.

Councilior Pam Sheldon said in a tele-
phone interview that she was pieised the
reselution passed. She said when you are a
mother thinking in terms of a legacy you
want to leave your chiliren, any step
towards peace is worthwhile.
