The Cedarvale Coltage cpened its doors Saturdny
morning to a long iine of peaple eager to see the arts and
crufts un display in the cotlage,

Once inside, we were awestruck with the variety of
crafls and art work, We were greeted by pieasant hosiesses
attlred in formal gowns.

While at the Coltage, we viewed the work of many,
including Lotte Zonnenberg, who showed many water colors
and a variation of art work to be explored in this column
some other time. Displayed were waler colors and pen and
pencil sketches by Ellea Aelton together with woven
articles by other artisans sucl as wal! hangings and (tems of
clothing beautifully prepared in tasteful colors.

Among the showing of art work, we viewed knitted
sweaters, hats, mittens and others. The smull artistic items
included Christmas {ree decorstions, long-stemmed
crocheted Mowers, crocheted corsages and gilt cards pen
and pencil sketches. There wns a variely of intercstng
potlery and ceramics but barely cnough to satisfy the
