With "No Hunting" signs
popping up all over north
Halton in preparation for next
month's special deer  hunt,
government officials are warn-
ing that the controlled hunt
will not be effective unless
most  property owners o
operate and allow hunters onto
their lands.

Al least 50 area residonts
have recently posted ““No
Hunling" signs around their
properties and many more are
expected to take Milton region-
al Coun, Bill Johnson up on his
offer ta supply the signs free;
Mr. Johnson, the former NDP
candidate N Halton-
Burlington provincial riding,
has handed cul 1,000 such signs
to help protest the Nov, 3
through 5 deer hunt,

*If hunters don’t have wide-
spread aceess to the land, it
will have some effect, I'm
afraid,” Robyn Mulholland of
the ministry of natural re-
sources warned ast week.

Miss Mutholland commented
that a large majority of north
Halton residents seem to be in
favor of the hunt, designed to
reduce the acea’s deer popufa-
tion and thus save local crops
from reaming herds. The
minisiry itsell has received no
complaints or objections, she
said.

The lasi officially-
sanclioned deer hunt in Halton
took place in 197, and Miss
Mulholland believes there are
more deerin the area now than
ever before. The ministey will
issue 935 special lcences to
hunters - three-quarters of
them Hallon residents - per.
milting them to shoot one deer

cach using shotguns, but only
after obtaining the permission
of property owners on whose
land they wish (o hunt.

Tts
primary aim is to help provide
a positive beginning 10 a new
family life through education
and support around the
experience of childbirth and
early parenting.

The CEA is affiliated with
the International Childbirth
Education Association, and
supports its motta, “"Freedom
of Choice Through Knowledge
of Allernatives”, All twenty-
five CEA teachers are certifi-
ed by the international organi-
zalion, and have undergone an
intensive training proegramme,

Basic pre-natal and review
classes are currently offered
in Brampion by local teachers.
Privale classes are also avail-
uble,

The basic pre-nata] series
consists of 10 classes, Includ-
ing an inlreductory class and
post partum get together.
Class content includes knowl-
edpe of the childbirth experi-
ence, maternal and infani
nutritien, physical preparation
for labour and delivery and
emotional preparation for
childbirth and the post parturn
period. Couple participation is
strongly encouraged, although
individual mothers arec most
welcome.

The review classes cover the
basic preparation for labour
and delivery, as well as
emphasizing the new family
relationships.

As more leachers from the
Brampton area become invol-
ved, we hope to expand our
services to include Caesarean
preparation, and early parent-
ing classes.
