Born Jan. 12, 1919, o Gaspe,
Quebec, & descendant of an old

G.R.A. COFFIN

Mantucket whaling family,
Gerald Coffin attended
Dalhousie and Queen's univer-
sities, graduating from the
latter with a Bachelor of
Science degree in 1938,

Having joined the militia as
a gunner two years eariler,
Mr. Coffin embarked on &
J7-year military carcer Lhat
ended with his retirement
[rom the Canadian Armed
Forces as Brigadier-General
seven years pgo. He was at
that time Chief of Staff,
Support Services, Alr
Transport Command, Trenton.

As commander of emergen-
ey military response in ald of
civii power in Ontarlo,
Brigadier-(GGeneral Coffin was
- involved in both the 1970
"Oclober Crisis” and the 1871
prison riot &t Kingston
Penitentiary, Cannda's largeat
and most serious such
incident.

As executive director of the
NEC, n Job he assumed in late
1974, Mr. Coffin was senior
staf! member involved in Lhe
prepacation of the master NEC

lan,

: General Coffin was affilinted
with the Knights of Grace of
the Military and Hospitaller
Order of Saint Lazarus of
Jerusalem, Lhe Order of
Canada, the S5t. John
Ambulence Councll for
Ontario and the Scouting and
Military Cadets.

He is survived by wife Jean,
three doughters - Martha and
Ann of Oakville and Susan
Burgess of Ottawa - and son
Peter of Hull, Quebec.

Funeral services were held
Monday in Oakviltle.
