By 1850, Georgetown had about a dozen homes for the fac-
tory employees. The main businesses of the town were run
by the Dayfoot and Barber families. J.B. Dayfoot and Com-
pany, a tannery, located at the comer of Mill and John
Streets was started in 1843. The water power, to drive the
machinery for the factory, came from damming Silver Creek
at a point just south of the John Street, Canadian Naticnal
Railways tunnel. Eventually the factory was also used to
manufacture shoes but it bumed in, 1868 and was never
rebuilt. John Street was named after John B. Dayfoot.

It is interesting to note that John Dayfoot's father, Michael,
was the first deacon of the Georgrstown Baptist Church.
