SCHOOLS IN THE 1850’s

The "common school” {as public school was then known)

started in the 1830's. In. 1842, the school was In a
Tavemn with the Tavern Keeper as Teacher. However, the
school eventually was taught in 2 rooms at 64 Main St
South and in 18562 The School Board (Section 10) bought
the Temperance Hall {next to where the ambulance
station Is now) on Guelph St. and classes were held n the
basement.

Around 1844, Morris Kennedy offered the teacher a
room In his house, and the Cabinet Maker made a bed and
chair for the teacher so their children were educated free
of charge. Otherwise, the students were charged a
teaching fee.

In 1869 the school moved to Chapal Street.
