4 teaspoon ground ginger

Heat honey and molasses just to
boiling in medium saucepan. Remove
from heat and stir in butter and sugar.
Cool. Combine flour, baking soda,
gpices and salt, Stir into honey mix-
ture. Mix in glace cherries. Wrap
dough in plastic wrap. Reirigerate
until well chilled, 4 to 6 hours.

Divide dough into 4 equal parts.
Roll each part on generously floured
surface to % inch thickness; Cut into
ghost shapes with cookie -cutter.

Using
sharp knife, cut each cookie into puz-
zle pieces. Bake in preheated 350-de-
gree oven until dough is set and begin-
ning to brown, 10 to 12 minutes.
Carefully remove cookies and cool on
wire racks. Decorate cookies with
Ghost Frosting.

Garnish with wedges
of orange. Refrigerate any leftovers
and reheat as needed. Apple juice
may be used in place of cider. This
