New firearm legislation

may promote lawbreaking

Partions of the federal govern-
ment's proposed firearms legisla-
tion could actually promote law
breaking, says the Ontario Federa-
tion of Anglers and Hunlers
(OFAH).

A 400-per-cent hike in the cost of
Firearms Acquisition Certilicates
(FAC) is unwarranted and wiil
have a negative effect on the con-
trol and legal use of [rearms

Calling the proposed FAC in-
crease from $10 to $50 *‘a blatant
tax grab,”’ Morgan said the new
law could create more law break-
Ing than it prevents,

“l am convinced that the $30 fee,
by itself, will prompt many other-
wise honest Canadians to break the

‘law,"” he said. "Firearms will be il-

legally sold and loaned to [riends
and acquaintances unwilling to
shell out $50 - and that is wrong,

“Our government should en-
courage, not discourage, com-
pliance with the law, Lowering the
proposed fee is important and the
OFAH will fight for it,” Morgan
added.

In addition to the fee hike, pro-
posals to implement a 28-day

and the requirement of
photographs and references, may
further complicate firearms con-
trol, he said.

The OFAH is also concerned that
new limitations on clip sizes may
render many previously common
and lawiul firearms useless. [t's
unknown if smaller clips are
available for many firearms cur-
rently owned by law abiding
citizens.

But the OFAH was pleased to see
a proposal for mandatory educa-
tion and testing for all first-time
firearms owners, action the
Federation has long lobbied f{or,
said Morgan.
