An advisory to residents earlier
this year warned that a manufac-
turing defect in the product had
created a potential fire hazard.
since then, Hydro has inspected
about 400 homes using Flex-Heat.

“The evidence is that the pro-
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“Ontario Hydro issues warning

warning and become a fire
hazard,”” Marcuccl said. “Conse-
quently, in the interest of public
safety, all Flex-Heat systems
must be disconnected before next
heating season."”

Ontario Hydro electrical safety
inspectors will be visiting all
identified Flex-Heat residences
to advise people about the hazard
and to make arrangements for
the product’s safe disconnection.

The- problem with Fiex-Heat
was identified after investiga-
tions into two fires in 1990 con-
cluded that they, and three others
in the past 12 years, *had been
caused by the failure of Flex-
Heat panels.
