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waste no water— as in the other systems— it goes 
directly to the plant, where it does the most good. 
We also irrigate between 5 and 10 a.m., to reduce 
evaporation of the water in the hot sun.”

Although none of these measures come cheap, 
Stensson has no doubt they are worthwhile. The
