A new kitten rescue is now available to provide
foster care to the vulnerable and needy felines in
the community— stray and or abandoned moms
and kittens.

The North Halton Kitten Rescue’s (NHKR)
goal is to assist with the control of stray kittens
in north Halton by fostering and adopting them
into loving homes. When a kitten comes into the
foster program they are given a veterinary check,
vaccinations, deworming, flea treatment, micro-
chipping, spay or neutering and a bag of food to
ease the transition into a new home. All for an af-
fordable $160.

Homeless moms and kit-
tens will be accepted into the
NHKR program when ever
foster space is available and
there are sufficient funds to
ensure appropriate care.
