Woman assaulted by three men
Halton Police are appealing to the 

public for information after a woman 
was assaulted just south of Norval Sat-
urday night.

About 11:30 p.m. a 19-year-old Missis-
sauga woman was walking southbound 
on Winston Churchill Blvd. in the area 
of 10 Sideroad after leaving Nashville 
North.
