Makes 24 tarts

Ingredients
• 24 frozen tart shells
• 2 cups fresh bakeapples
• 1/3 cup sugar
• 1/2 cup butter
• 1 cup fl our
• 1 1/2 cups rolled oats
• 1 tsp baking soda
• 1 cup brown sugar

Method
1. Lay frozen tart shells out 

on a baking sheet.
2. Mix bakeapples with sug-

ar. Spoon bakeapple mixture 

into tart shells.
3. Mix remaining ingredi-

ents and divide evenly over 
bakeapples in tart shells.

4. Bake in a preheated 375F 
oven for 20-25 minutes.

 Cook’s note:
1. 375F is the perfect tem-

perature for any pie pastry.
2. Bakeapples are only 

grown in Newfoundland, to 
my knowledge.  I carried some 
home with me, preserved in 
water to make these when I re-
turned home.  Any fruit could 
be substituted though.
