But many specialty channels have
appeared in this maelstrom; The Wom-
en’s Network, The Aboriginal Network,
Home and Gardens TV and the creative
caloric culinary channels.

Now Canadians have a network that
includes all of us.

AMI, Accessible Media Inc, is a not-
for-profit multimedia organization
with offices across Canada. It is the
world’s only open described video and
closed captioned network available on
the basic digital package.

With two broadcast services, AMI-TV
and AMI-Audio, and a website, www.
ami.ca, they provide content that is ac-
cessible to Canadians that are blind,
deaf, vision and hearing impaired, mo-
bility impaired, learning disabled, oth-
erwise print-restricted or even those
learning English as a second language.

Their mission is to make all media
accessible to all Canadians. “Television
that includes everyone” is their broad-
cast logo.

Many cable and satellite TV service
providers incorporate AMI into their
basic digital service. Tune to channel
555 on Cogeco and channel 48 on Bell
TV. A full guide for both AMI-TV and
AMI-Audio can be found on their web-
site.

Programs broadcast include mov-
ies, popular TV shows such as All in
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the Family, Corner Gas, and DaVinci's

Inquest to name a few.

I personally like Accessibility in Ac-
tion, a program that has important
disability information, interviews, as
well as stories of inspiring disabled
Canadians. I'm sure you will find pro-
gramming that suits your interests and
tastes.

Using volunteer readers, AMI-Audio
provides local, national and interna-
tional news and information accessible
to Canadians and is the world’s largest
broadcast reading service. Their pro-
gramming is extensive and includes
community events, sports, arts and en-
tertainment, and gardening tips. You
name it, you'll probably find it.

Check the website FAQs and for spe-
cifics on where you can find this chan-
nel and what’s on.
