-- set to strike Friday

Negotiators for a small group of
20 employees at the Halton Roman
Catholic School Board walked out
of a bargaining meeting Tuesday
night.

The Association of Professional
Student Service Personnel are set to
strike on Friday, Nov. 9 and don’t
forsee progress being made before
that time, said Karen O’Driscoll.

‘O’Driscoll isa member of the As-
sociation which include child care
workers, speech and language
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pathologists and psychometrists
who move around to all 30 schools
in Halton.

Negotiations broke down at
Tuesday’s meeting over the profes-
sional code of ethics in the contract,
O’Driscoll said. As it stands now,
other school board employees can
take on the tasks performed by
members of the association, even if
they don’t have qualifications
recognized by the association.

The small group of school board
employees assess and work with
children with specific problemsand
most have masters degrees.

“Our members are not willing to
ratify a contract on money only,”
O’Driscoll said. “They (negotiators
for the school board) think if they
put enough money on the table,
we'll agree to it.”

Most other units within the as-
sociation have the code of ethics in
the contract, she said.

Association members have been
working without a contract since

Dec. 31, 1989.
