The new policy won't have any
effect on lic schools in Halton,
said Education Director Bob Wil-
liams.

“We’ll continue doing what
we’re doing. Halton has no for-
mal religious education classes in
schools since the mid-70s,” he said.
World religions will continue to be
taught in five high schools, includ-
ing Georgetown, he said.

“Our province enjoys great
diversirgi' Education Minister
Marion said when she an-
nounced the policy last week.
“Programs in education about
religion must ensure that children
from different religious back-

grounds learn how to grow

togetherthmgh'anappredammof

Under the policy, boards may
teach religion in Grades 1 to 8 for up
to 60 minutes a week using a
resource document which will be

developed.

Boards can continue to make
space available in school buildings
for indoctrinational religious clas-
ses outside the instructional pro-
gram, but have to do this on an
equitable basis.

“I believe that the policy can be
seen within the context of the long-
established vision of elementary
and secondary public schools as
open and accessible to all on an
equal basis,” Boyd said. “It is our
intent that programs of education
about religion enable students of all
faiths to learn more about one
another and to enjoy the richness of
our collective and individual

heritages.”
