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Separate board could

close enrichment centres

The Halton Separate School
Board is hoping to trim its spend-
ing for 1991 by streamlining its
enrichment programs for gifted
students.

The board is considering clos-
ing its four enrichment centres
and eliminating three of four staff
members who man the centres in
favor of a decentralized enrich-
ment program where students
who are either gifted, or in need
of motivation, would receive spe-
cial attention within their home
schools.

Under the existing program
gifted students are currently
bused to enrichment centres locat-
ed at Ecole Ste. Marie in Oakuville,
Holy Cross in Georgetown, St.
Timothy's and St. Gabriel, both in
Burlington.

Special services superintendent
Angelo Dilanni said senior board
statf were looking closely at the
enrichment centres as a means of
saving money. Last year the sepa-
rate school board, like many oth-
ers across the province, ran in a
deficit situation, a situation that is
illegal under the Education Act.

ut the proposed staff cuts and

reorganization don't necessarily
mean the enrichment program

will suffer, Dilanni pointed out.

Under the new system - which
Dilanni is gearing to implement
this coming September - gifted
students would receive special
instruction in their home class-
room, with other students in clus-
ters in their home school and in
some cases on overnight trips,
conferences or excursions with
other gifted students.

Another component of the new
system would be a mentoring
program in which gifted students
are linked with other high school
students and professionals.

Dilanni said the new system
would mean the elimination of
three enrichment centre teachers
but he said he is recommending
the approval of one special educa-
tion resource teacher who would
help to arrange enrichment pro-
gram formats with teachers at
individual schools.

Dilanni said it will be up to
trustees in their budget delibera-
tions this spring to close existing
enrichment centres.
