The modern airplane has
brought many countries to our
doorstep and has increased our
appetite to explore the strange
lands and visit the people who
inhabit them.

On our recent trip we found that
the flight from Los Angeles to
Sydney Australia was made
quite bearable by our approach
to the problem.

11 feet long, the island of Bali
and it's beautiful rice fields ter-
raced to make the maximum use
of the limited space and the
abundant rainfall and many
other exotic and entrancing
places and peoples with their
ancient cultures unspoiled by
our so called civilization.

Our trip ended in Singapore a
world class city, clean, busy,
orderly, tropically lush with
flowers, parks and gardens and
the inevitable bargain of Far East

shopping.
