Country Lane Video faces
closure without rezoning

The fate of Georgetown’s Country Lane Video store is still up in the
air as Town Council has stalled its decision over whether or not the
business can continue to operate.

Owner Dave Tarzwell has been given until early September by a
Milton court to obtain a rezoning of his property to legalize the commer-
cial businesses, or he may be shut down. _

The problem is, Halton Region is “not terribly supportive” of changing
its Official Plan to accommodate the businesses, which have been operat-
ing illegally for about two years, according to Town Planner Glenn
Wellings. |

Town Council deferred the matter for two weeks Monday night to give
time for staff to figure out a way of granting the rezoning without
violating the Region’s Official Plan.

Last fall, the Town’s Bylaw Enforcement Department discovered many
of Tarzwell’s businesses on his 10th Line and 17 Sdrd. property were
operating illegally because they violated the zoning, and he didn’t have
the proper licences. o

The five-acre parcel is zoned industrial and is designated under the
Region’s Official Plan as rural. a -

he Town took Tarzwell to court, where he was found guilty. Although
no fine was issued, the courtordesed Tarzwel! to correct the licensing and
zoning probiems within 30 and 60 days, respectively.

Along with his 5,500-member video rental operation, larzweli has
batting cages, a driving range, mini-golf, gift shop and a small restaurant.

Solicitor Stephen Foster explained to council Monday that Tarzwell’s
livelihood depends on a favorable decision, as the majority of his income
is derived from the video business. He added there is a first and second
mortgage on the property for $900,000, which is a “debt servicing of
$100,000 per year. :

“Without the video income, Mr. Tarzwell won’t be in the position to
keep the business going,” Foster said. “He will be forced to liquidate his
stock and sell the property — a lot is turning on this.” _,

Racism is as predominant in
Halton Region as it is in the rest of
Canada, butitis being dealt with on
a “piecemeal” basis, according to
the infant Halton Multicultural
Council (HMOQ).

Leslie Nero, chairman of the
HMC’s race relations committee,
informed Town councillors during

a special presentation Monday
night that the region is no different
from the rest of the country when it
comes to racism. \

Responding to queries by Acton
councillor Gerald Rennie if racism
within Halton is being effectively
curbed, Nero suggested that a
“tremendous amount of education
is needed in Halton Region” before
it can be beaten.

“Our council hosted a racism
conference in March which was
very well attended...and the feed-
back from that was that it’s evident
Halton Region is coping with
racism piecemeal — the same as the
rest of the country,” Nero added.
“There is an amazing lack of infor-
mation and knowledge by people
in the region — they tend to mix
nationality with race.”

HMC’s president, Jose Burguete,
explained his organization was re-
formed in March, after changing its
name from the Oakville Multicul-
tural Council. The name change
reflects the members’ desire to rep-
resent all ethnic cultures

throughout the region, he added.

It is a volunteer organization
that receives its funding through
the federal Ministry of State, the
Province’s Ministry of Citizenship
and the Town of Oakville. To date,
Halton Region has not contributed
funds to the organization, despite
two years of requests, Burguete
said. |

However, both ‘Rennie atid
Georgetown councillor Al Cook
questioned Burguete if he believes
multiculturism should be publicly
funded, or if it still has a place in
society, considering the present at-
titude of many Canadians towards
a mosaic vision.

Cook reminded Burguete of the
federal commission headed by

Keith Spicer, which determined

with Hal are his daughter, Barb and her husband

added that Canadians view multi-

“That is a very tough question,
but my own personal opinion is
that I think multiculturalism is an
easy target,” Burguete said. “Given
today’s economic situation, the loss
of jobs, along with the competition
from new immigrants — those fac-
tors have to do with the level of
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Halton racism handled

criticism today...”

“What we are doing is not
divisive. There is a fair amount of
criticism in the way some of (the
federal multiculturalism) policies
and programs were put in place,
but the Federal governmentisin the
process of revising old programs.
Those are the programs we want to
dedicate our time to.”
