The 40-strong choir ranges in
age from 15 to 18 and includes
several talented instrumentalists,
some of whom will play solos.

The school's
excellence in music is also reflect-
ed in its Junior choir, which was
selected to be the junior chorus
for part of the current London run
of Lloyd Webber musical, Joseph
and his Multi Coloured Coat. Star
of the show, Jason Donovan, used
the choir as his backup for the
long-playing record of the show.
The choir also sang at this ycar's
Junior Royal Command Perfor-
mance at the London Palladium

attended by Princess Margaret.
