The Ontario Ministry of Health has grant-
ed Canada Feed the Chlldren/Feedback
Canada Community Gardens Program $10,000
to service two community garden plots.

One garden is in Burlington (Appleby Line
and Upper Middle Rd.) and one in
Georgetown (Ninth Line south of the 10th
Sideroad). The Burlington land has been
donated by Monarch Construction and the
Georgetown property by Les Thatcher.

Feedback Canada is a Halton Hills-based
project support-
ed by Canadian
Feed The
Children of
Toronto. It
focuses on sup-
plying fresh pro-
duce to emer-
gency food out-
lets including
missions, soup
kitchens, shel-
ters and food-
banks.

The organiza-
tion takes sur-
plus or “sub-
grade” food
from producers,
grocery stores,
farmer’s mar-
kets, pick your
own operations.
Then staff, vol-
unteers and food
aid recipients
then assemble
harvesting days
to glean over
fields, and delivery crews to distribute the
food to the various emergency food outlets.

Charitable receipts can be given to farm-
ers for fair market value of crops turned over
to charity. This makes an economically viable
alternative to unfair market values, and an
‘Incentive for growers to not discard or plow
under much needed goods.

In our first year of operation Feedback has
been able to provide over 800,000 lbs. of sur-
plus food to over 80 emergency food outlets in
some 65 Ontario communities. This has been
a win-win situation for both donators and
those receiving the fresh nutritious food. On

Everything is free of charge as Canada Feed
the Children and the Ontario Ministry of
Health have kindly supported Feedback.
