TOMATOES

Tomatoes: Few vegetable
gardens would be complete
without them. They must be
one of the most popular
plants for the vegetable gar-
den (technically they are
really a fruit). However, they
haven't always enjoyed such
popularity.

At one time tomatoes
were thought to be poi-
sonous because other plants
in their family are poi-
sonous. During the last 150
years they have gained
amazing popularity. There is
also numerous varieties to
suit every preference. There
s the large, juicy late vari-
eties to the small, cherry
type, pink ones, red ones
and even low acid ones.

Like other vegetable crops
tomatoes grow best in full
sun with a rich, well-drained
soil high in organic matter.
For abundant fruit develop-
ment tomatoes require a fer-
tilizer high in phosphorus
(the middle number). A fer-
tilizer high in nitrogen will
produce large, attractive
plants but little fruit. Toma-
toes must have a constant
supply of water. During dry
periods they must be
watered if natural rainfall is
not sufficient. A thick mulch
placed around each plant
will conserve moisture. The
mulch will prevent fluctua-
tions in soil moisture which
can cause Blossom End Rot.
This 1s soft, black blotches
on the end of the fruit.

lomatoes are not prone to
attack by many pests except
occasionally by Tomato
Hornworms. They are up to
3 inches long and 3/4 of an
inch in diameter with a horn
on one end. They are large
enough to be picked off by
hand and kept under con-
trol.
