In opposition to this application,
neighboring resident Margaret
Wigley addressed council Monday
saying she has complained about
the noise and various safety con-
cerns of the business on numerous
occasions, but has received little in
the way of support from the town.

“When I complained about the
noise I was told the situation should
be resolved between us neighbors,
but if I lodged a complaint every
time I had one you’d have a list as
long as your arm,” explained
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Wigley.

Along with the noise, she and
other neighbors have raised several
other concerns including possible
decrease in property values, traffic
concerns and violation of road
restrictions.

In response to public concerns,
Civiero Advised the town’s planning
staff that “while his use of the prop-
erty previously was of an industrial
character, due to the neighbors’
concerns the use will be strictly
limited in the future to a home busi-
ness which would be undertaken in
conjunction with the existing resi-
dential use of the property.”

He added that “this low intensity
use would mean that employees
would not undertake major welding
or other general contracting activi-
ties on this site, instead employees
will be conducting activities at
work sites.”

Planning Staff also received sup-
port for this proposal from the
Ontario Federation of Agriculture,
Butt’s Berry Farm, Brandolea
Farms, Rosegate Farms, Jim
Lindsay Farms and Mr. Laidlaw.
