“We have built into the budget a
7 per cent reduction in grants,” said
Whiting.

Whiting said if the board has to
make transportation cuts, one area
that could be slashed is high school
busing south of Hwy. 5.

“That could lead to a good moral
argumeént to open up schools to
optional attendance,” said Whiting.

He added in the long
run that could impact on
the Acton High School. If
given the choice, some stu-
dents may choose to attend
high school in Georgetown,
leading to a dwindling stu-
dent population at Acton
High and possibly closure
of the school.

Whiting was also asked
whether the Halton Board
was considering reducing
1ts number of trustees.

He said the board was
not considering reducing the num-
ber of trustees, but despite popula-
tion growth 1n Oakville and
Burlington, no new trustees would
be added in the next election.

“We are pretty lean. We have
only 18 trustees compared to 24
regional councillors,” said Whiting.
