YARD WASTE COLLECTION
AUGUST 19

On Monday, August 19, 1996 there will be one additional
Yard Waste Collection Day in urban Halton Hills.

Yard Waste (except brush) must be placed in clear
plastic bags or open containers (no garbage cans).

This will distinguish it from garbage and ensure no
contamination. Yard Waste collected is composted
into an excellent soil conditioner. This saves valuable
landfill space and reduces landfill leachate
contamination.

Brush must be bundled and tied, not bagged, in lengths
no longer than 4 feet and no wider than 2 feet.

Tying in small bundles aids in collection.

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CARING FOR OTHERS

You may find yourself caring for the
health of another person - a family mem-
ber or a close friend. When this person
needs denture care, there’s a lot you can
do to help. It may be a little awkward and
embarrassing at first, but go slowly.

All dentures - removable or fixed - must
be cleaned daily. Check dentures for cracks
and stains. Fill the sink with water and
scrub removable dentures thoroughly with
a denture brush and soap. Rinse removable
dentures in clear water after cleaning.
Dentures should be soaked overnight. Be
careful when cleaning around metal clasps
and framework.

Get the other person to guide you in
removing and replacing dentures. (With
complete dentures, remember uppers go in
before lowers.)
