Police warn of aggressive
door-to-door sales tactics

Halton Regional Police are alerting George-
town residents about aggressive door-to-
door sales tactics involving two males claim-
ing to work for a water company.

The men, both described to be in their
205 with brown hair, have
been knocking on doors and

insisting on entering homes .-"L'-m“f---;
i to inspect the water filtration ;

systems.

In the most recent incident,
which occurred at 9 p.m. on
Friday, the homeowner had to
forcefully close her door and
lock it to stop the men from
entering. These men were

unable to locate the males,

Itis uncertain if these males actually work
for the company or even if the company is
legitimate. Police have attempted to contact
the company named (as provided by the
complainants) but no response has been re-
ceived.

The Better Business Bureau of Central
Ontario currently has 69 complaints on file
with this company, including incidents of
atternpted forced entry to homes. In most
cases, the sales persons are wearing clothing
and equipment (such as high
visibility yellow safety wvests)
2 to  legitimate utility
workers.

Halton Police would like
to remind residents that they
do not have to permit access
to their homes to sales people
or to persons purporting to be
waorking for quasi-utility com-
panies.
