In light of the recent tra-
gic deaths of two young
boys in New Brunswick
from asphyxiation fol-
lowing the escape of a
python, the Town re-
minds all pet owners of
their specific responsibil-
ities concerning their pets
and of the prohibition
of owning and keeping
exotic animals within the
Town.

The Town of Halton
Hills Responsible Pet
Owner By-law, By-law
No.1994-0077, prohibits
anyone from keeping an
exotic animal within the
Town of Halton Hills. An
exotic animal is defined
as “any member of the
animal kingdom of living
beings NOT indigenous
to Canada.” A complete
list of prohibited exotic
animals can be found
in Appendix “D" of
the bylaw. http://www.
