Ultimate decision maker

Whatever the outcomes, the local politicians elected by Acton
citizens should be the ones to determine what proposed develop-
ments are rejected or endorsed, not the Ontario Municipal Board., an
un-elected, body that hears applications and appeals on municipal
issues and has the last word on often controversial decisions on
things like protecting agricultural land and redevelopment.

Case in point: The application for a No Frills supermarket in
Acton will be decided at the OMB, mainly because the Town did
not respond to the applicant’s Zoning and Official Plan applications
within a prescribed amount of time. The OMB members who will
decide the merits of applications don’t live here, don’t shop here,
and don’t know what it is that makes this community tick.

The councillors elected every four vears do know — their phone
numbers are in the book and their Blackberrries are always close
at hand for questions and comments. There 15 a move afoot to re-
form the OMB — at the least, municipalities should have final say
when there's equal evidence from a municipality and an opponent.
Experts call for procedural reform, improved public access, new
Board appointment rules, among other things.
