Ingredients

1 sheet butter puff pastry, thawed

6-8 peaches, sliced (skins on or off - your choice)

1 cup Tresh bing cherries, pitted and halved

Half cup sugar

3 thsp flour

Half tsp cinnamaon

Pinch coarse salt

2 thsp butter

1 egg, slightly beaten

1 thep coarse white sugar

Method

1. In a bowl, mix peaches and chermries,

2 In a separate bowl, blend sugar, flour, cinnamon and salt.
Stir into fruit, gently.

3. Lay pull pastry on a cookie sheet, lined with parchrment
papar.

4. File fruit mixture on pastry, leaving 1-2 inches clear all
araund,

5. Brush the exposed pastry with the egg.

6. Dot the filling with bits of the butter.

7. Fald the pastry sides over the frull, ovedapping, but allowing
fruit to still be visible. Brugh the pastry with remaining egg.
Sprinkle the entire pastry with the coarse sugar.

8. Bake in a preheated 425 F. (220 C) oven far 30-40 min-
utes, until golden.
