“If there are more housing funds 
available, we will likely apply for more 
because we think this type of building 
could operate properly with about 50 
per cent of its units using affordable 
grants like that,” Ewer said. “We think 
there is that signifi cant a need.”

The organization will also be look-
ing at fundraising campaigns, Foun-
dation grants, corporate sponsorships 
and/or partnerships.

The ground fl oor will have a social 
club/seniors wellness centre, coffee 
shop, pharmacy, health clinic, hair sa-
lon, plus central dinning room, kitch-
en, activity rooms, lounge, manage-
ment and support services offi ces and 
laundry.

Once this plan is realized, the BHCC 
will focus on the existing Bennett 
Centre long-term care home, expand-
ing it to 128 beds from its existing 66 
beds and relocating it from the leased 
premises on the Hospital grounds to 
the Bennett Village campus across the 
road.
