For any professional stage 
company performing William 
Shakespeare’s Macbeth can 
be daunting, but Georgetown 
Little Theatre’s Youth Company 
took on this ambitious play this 
season and rose to the chal-
lenge.

The Company of youth, 
aged 10-18, opened 
Macbeth at the GLT 
Studio in Stewart-
town last week. It 
tells the story of 
courageous noble 
lord, Macbeth, who 
after defeating a 
foe for his king, 
becomes consumed 
with ambition 
and power when 
hearing a prophecy 
that he would be 
king. Equally ambitious, his 
wife Lady Macbeth urges her 
husband to kill King Duncan, 
casting blame on the king‘s 
sons, and allowing Macbeth to 
fulfi l the prophecy. But the deed 
causes Macbeth to descend into 
evil and paranoia and the Scot-
tish land becomes a killing fi eld.

While the Company notes 
states this play is set in a post-
apocalyptic future, the audience 
is in fact transported back to 

old Scotland. To their credit the 
24 young actors were impres-
sive reciting the language of 
Shakespeare instead of going 
the easy route of modernizing 
the language.

This troupe of GLT Youth 
Company is mostly a new crop 
of actors, and it’s evident the 
talent is raw in some. But the 
play was well-cast with Nevin 
Ameli admirable as Macbeth, 

Mikayla Eastman 
strong as Lady 
Macbeth and Myra 
Kohler convincing as 
Banquo.

The rest of the 
cast were splendid 
with many playing 
multiple roles. The 
future of the Compa-
ny bodes well as the 
actors mature and 
develop their skills. 
In the small intimate 

venue of the Studio, director 
Cat Heaven was able to experi-
ment with the thrust stage, and 
it worked brilliantly. 

For the theatre-goer this 
play is worthy of viewing, and 
would be a good introduction 
to Shakespeare to the preteen/
youth generation.
