In the May 9 article, Town watching 
Rockwood quarry ‘closely’, it was stated that 
at least 26 heavy trucks an hour will travel on 
Hwy. 7 through Acton, from the site on Hwy. 
7 at Sixth Line Eramosa.

According to Greg Sweetnam, Vice-Pres-
ident, Resources for James Dick Construc-
tion Ltd., the 26 is “a maximum number for 
a very busy hour in a year when we would 
be doing maximum production. The reality 
is that far fewer trucks would be on the road. 

These trucks will (also) replace trucks from 
our Guelph quarry that currently use Hwy. 7, 
so the overall difference would be even less.

“In busy times the Hidden Quarry would 
add about 1-2% to the current traffi c on Hwy. 
7. In the winter this will be much less. In the 
late afternoons, evenings and on weekends 
and holidays when the quarry is closed there 
would be no extra traffi c at all.”
