Outside the ring, however, life has dealt Chu-
valo several crushing body blows: he lost three 
sons to drug addiction and his wife to suicide. 
Yet, just like in the ring, Chuvalo has refused 
to go down by using his story of personal pain 
to help others fi ght drug addiction.
