Lewis elected to roads group

Halton Hills Ward 2 Councillor Bryan Lewis 
has been elected to the board of directors 
of the Ontario Good Roads Association 
(OGRA). 

“It’s an honour to serve on this board and 
to lend a strong voice as we call for ongoing 
road and infrastructure renewal in our prov-
ince.

Somerville calls on fed parties to kick in cash
Halton Hills Regional Councillor Clark Somer-
ville and Federation of Canadian Municipali-
ties Board (FCM) member called on federal 
parties to build Canada’s economy through its 
municipalities.

 Somerville, Halton Region’s representative 
and Second Vice President for the Federation 
of Canadian Municipalities (FCM) partici-
pated in one of the final FCM board meetings 
before the federal election.

One hundred municipal leaders spent three 
days in Burnaby, British Columbia to develop 
the FCM election platform, which outlines the
