Halton Regional Police Service’s Chief Ste-
phen Tanner earned $271,917, while Deputy 
Chief Andrew Fletcher was paid $198,847 and 
Deputy Chief Robert Percy earned $194,521.

Halton Healthcare Services (HHS), which 
oversees Oakville-Trafalgar Memorial Hos-
pital, as well as those in Milton and George-
town, has 131 people on the Sunshine List, up 
from 111 the previous year.

The top earners there were Chief of Staff 
Lorne Martin, who earned $425,400, and  

President and CEO Denise Hardenne, who 
brought in $402,365. Georgetown Hospital 
COO and Program Leader Cindy McDonell 
earned $146,425.

Halton District School Board has 335 em-
ployees on the list including Director David 
Euale, who earned $228,054. There are 110 
HCDSB employees who made $100,000 or 
more. Director of Education Paula Dawson 
was paid $217,594.
