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In response to the James Dick Hidden Quarry ap-
plication for Rockwood and the potential impacts 
it could have in Halton Region, Regional Council 
unanimously endorsed a motion put forward by 
Halton Hills Mayor Rick Bonnette calling on the 
Province to require quarry operators to show there 
is a need for the aggregate they plan to extract be-

fore they are granted a licence for a new quarry.
The Hidden Quarry proposed site, near Acton, 

is on the north side of Hwy. 7 in the Township of 
Guelph/Eramosa. Council believes that if the ap-
plication is successful, the potential impacts could 
affect the entire region, related to truck traffic, road 
damage, and greenhouse gas emissions.
