It’s very easy to be the 
cheapest, all you have to do is buy 
the cheapest windows and pay your 

installers the lowest rate. � at prac-
tice produces a lot of problems and 
has led to a huge number of window 
companies going bankrupt, leaving 
the homeowner with problem win-
dows and no warranty, Maan says.

� e best thing a homeowner can 

do, he says, is to get quotes from 
companies who have a presence in 
their own community. 

“Ask questions, listen to the infor-
mation and go and see jobs that have 
been done in your neighborhood,” 
Maan says. “Not researching is the 

biggest mistake people can make. 
� e idea of, “a window is a window” 
couldn’t be further from the truth.
