An open house will be held in Septem-
ber to show the public what the new head-
quarters look like, said Lori Brading, the
food bank's chair of the board of direc-
tors.

The onset of summer traditionally
means that donations to the food bank
fall off somewhat, but the demand for the
facility's services remains high.

The Bread Basket does not receive
government funding and relies on com-
munity donations to stock its shelves and
fill the refrigerators and freezers.

Brading would like to put out a re-
minder for those who are donating items
from home to check best-before dates pri-
or to dropping them off at the Bread Bas-
ket as approximately 5,000 pounds of food
