Though social media is

one method of attracting
business, Bradbury said
that it's not about making
sales, rather more about
educating the public.

"There's hardly ever an
ask," he said. "There
doesn't need to be. So many
people know the social me-
dia page and when they're
ready they'll come in and
have a conversation. If I
can help I'll let them know -
if not, I'll help them find the
right care for them."

At a recent presentation
to local business owners,
Bradbury offered advice
for fostering social media
use in the community.

"You'll never be able to
out-market Coca-Cola or

Pepsi," Bradbury said, "but
if you tell your story as a
small or medium-sized
business, you can define
your market."

But generating business
through social media,
Bradbury said, came from
demonstrating value with-
out expecting something in
return.

"As a business owner
you have to show up excit-
ed to do what you do," Brad-
bury said. "I get excited ev-
ery day to see people say,
'Hey, I saw your video.'"
