Local students and re-
gional council are urging
the Halton District School
Board to go further in ad-
dressing racism at its facil-
ities throughout the re-
gion.

Alexis Graham and Ty-
ler Henry, both Grade 12
students at White Oaks
Secondary School, say
they've personally endured
numerous anti-Black, rac-
ist incidents at school and
online, and that their expe-
rience is similar to what
other BIPOC youth have
encountered at HDSB

schools in Halton Hills and
across the region.

"No one should be sub-
jected to the hateful lan-
guage that so many stu-
dents hear every single
day," said Henry during
her recent delegation to re-
gional council on the topic
alongside Graham. "We
can't continue to stand by
as discrimination and ha-
rassment persist within
our schools."

The two teens told coun-
cillors about situations
that they and other stu-
dents routinely face in the
school environment and
online, including the fre-
quent and casual use of ra-
cial slurs by non-Black stu-
dents.

"After the anti-Black
vandalism on the bleach-
ers in the field at our
school, I spoke out on so-
