'UNDETERMINED': FIRE OFFICIALS

A fire that impacted a
trio of Georgetown town-
houses on Friday (July 23)
has caused an estimated $1
million in damage.

According to Halton
Hills Fire's assistant depu-
ty chief Martin Mills, the
department's investigators

have concluded that the
blaze on Sinclair Avenue
was "not suspicious." How-
ever, the cause is undeter-
mined.

"The fire started on the
exterior and moved into
the attic space," he said.
"All three units have severe
damage."

Mills added that three
families were displaced by
the fire.
