There's a sweet new pro-
gram at Amica George-
town that allows its resi-
dents to get up close and
personal with some friend-
ly pollinators.

The retirement resi-
dence on Maple Avenue re-
cently partnered with Al-
véole, an urban beekeeping
company, and installed two

beehives on the property.
In addition to giving res-

idents a chance to learn
more about these critical
critters, the beehives will
be incorporated into pro-
gramming at the facility,
explained Amica George-
town life enrichment co-or-
dinator Kristen Southon.

"The residents have ab-
solutely been loving it," she
said. "This summer, we
have two upcoming work-
shops for them to partici-

pate in with our beekeeper.
She will teach them how to
harvest the honey, and how
to use the beeswax for can-

dles as well."
At the end of the bee-

keeping season, typically
around October, Southon
said that Amica will also
receive about 100 jars of
honey from the hives that
will be used in the facility's
culinary experiences when
preparing meals for the
residents.

There are also plans to
sell some of the sweet har-
vest to raise money for the

Amica Helping Hands
Charity, which supports
Canadian seniors in need.

A local beekeeper comes
by every three weeks to
care for the bees and har-
vest the honey, said South-
on — an occasion that also
gives the residents an op-
portunity to see the impor-
tant insects up close.

"Recently the residents
learned that male bees are
not able to sting, so when

the beekeeper comes, she'll
let the residents hold some
of them," said Southon,
noting the bees are very
calm and friendly. "It's fan-
tastic."
